THE ORDER OF CHECK-IN AND ACCOMMODATION IN THE DORMITORY - ISOLATOR
1. Foreign students arriving from abroad must notify the university by e-mail at least 10 days in advance (fpkp_bir@mail.ru) of the date of entry into the Russian Federation and the border crossing point.

2. On arriving from abroad foreign students are placed in isolation until the second negative result of the polymerase chain reaction (PCR) laboratory test of the material for COVID-19 is obtained.
3. The provision of isolation rooms (from the date of entry into the Russian Federation) and accommodation of foreign students arriving from abroad in a dormitory is carried out within the rector’s order on settling in the dormitory with a copy of the passport of a foreign citizen and a certificate of the first negative result of the polymerase chain reaction (PCR) laboratory test of the material for COVID-19 (in Russian or English).
4. On the day of arrival, a specialized residential premises rental agreement in the university's student dormitory, as well as an agreement for the use of individual household appliances (if available), is signed up with foreign students arriving from abroad.
5. Students-foreign citizens arriving from abroad, get acquainted with the leaflet on the responsibility for non-compliance and/or violation of regulatory documents to reduce the risks of spreading new coronavirus infection in educational institutions of higher education; Recommendations for foreign students living in dormitories of Sholom-Aleichem Priamursky State University, on compliance with sanitary and epidemiological requirements for the spread of a new coronavirus infection in the territory of the Russian Federation.
6. Foreign students arriving from abroad, within three days of their arrival in Russia, submit documents to the University's Center for International and Additional Education for migration registration in the Migration Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation for the JAR.
7. Students-foreign citizens arriving from abroad are provided with drinking water while in isolation. 
8. Foreign students arriving at the university from abroad while in isolation are provided with hot meals with payment at the expense of foreign students’ funds (on demand).
9. For the period of compliance with sanitary and epidemiological requirements, foreign students arriving from abroad take online classes.
10.Foreign students arriving from abroad and not having been isolated (since the day of entry into the Russian Federation) who have not provided a certificate of the second negative result of the polymerase chain reaction (PCR) laboratory test of the material for COVID-19 are not allowed to attend offline classes.
