A. S. GRIBOEDOV AND JAMES PEDDIE (UNDER THE UNPUBLISHED SOURCES)

The article is devoted to the unexplored problem of griboedovistic — the connection of «Woe
from Wit» author with the British proselytism movement. One of it's adept, the Scottish
Missionary Society, educated and Christianized the Muslims of the Caucasus. But the geography
of it's conjugations with the interests of A. S. Griboyedov was not limited only with this region. In
1821 SMS sent representatives in the Crimea, where they united with the Irish Missionary
Society. The leader of IMS, Sultan Katte Geray, is mentioned by Griboedov in 1825. In this same
diary a name «James» is also pointed. Who was this man and why did the artist and diplomat
give him attention? With the help of manuscript of William Brown from the National Library of
Scotland the unknown pages of the life of James Peddie, the neophyte and an activist of SMS,
are recreated. The source is cited in the original language, the identified facts are considered in
the light of documents of the Crimea State Archive, reports of missionaries, travel fiction and
Griboedov's prose.
